As we know, the cost of a home in the parish of Great Haseley is very high. In the OX44 postcode area, which includes Great Haseley, a terraced house cost a median of just over £350,000 in May 2015 (source: www.home.co.uk). 

This is over 13 times median gross earnings in South Oxfordshire district (£25,974, source: Annual Survey of Hours and Earnings 2014). Many people simply can’t afford that amount.  Great Haseley Parish Council has been in discussion with Soha Housing Association regarding the building of a small number of affordable homes on a site at Rectory Road. This survey invites residents to express an interest in one of these affordable homes.
 
Affordable housing is, in essence, for those who cannot afford to rent or buy on the open market, or who would have significant financial difficulties in doing so.
 
Those in housing need can include:
 
· People seeking their first independent home
· Older people who may be thinking of moving to smaller, more manageable housing
· People living in overcrowded or unsatisfactory housing
· People struggling to afford their current home
 
 
It is very important that this survey is confidential. Therefore, it is being organised with the assistance of Oxfordshire Rural Community Council (ORCC). ORCC is a community development charity that works with and supports communities across Oxfordshire and has long-standing expertise in helping communities with consultation strategies. All information given will be KEPT CONFIDENTIAL BY ORCC (unless indicated otherwise on p.6) in accordance with the data protection principles set out in the Data Protection Act (1998). ORCC will analyse the survey results and prepare a summary report for the Parish Council.
 
In small villages, affordable housing is usually built on a Rural Exception Site. All affordable homes on a Rural Exception Site are:
 
·  owned by a Housing Association (no homes can be sold privately)
·  rented or part-sold (shared-ownership) and cannot be sold outright  
· will be allocated to those with genuine local connections (see pages 3-4 for more detail) 

On RES, Local Authorities can grant permission for some open-market homes to assist in the provision of 
affordable housing to meet local needs if they consider that is appropriate to help subsidise the costs of 
building any new homes.
  
We would like to have the views of everyone on this important issue. All households are asked to complete Part 1. Part 2 is for those interested in renting or part-buying an affordable home within the next few years. If you know of anyone not currently living in the parish but who might be interested in returning to live here, please ensure they are given a survey.
